The pastries will need to be picked up early to
prevent spoilage.

Please plan on picking up your orders at the scheduled time. Any orders not picked up on
December 4th by 1:00p.m. will be left at the school for later pickup and the Music Association
will not be responsible for the completeness or freshness of the order!

Fruit ordered as holiday gifts will be shipped the week of December 13, 2010.
